Allegorically, Who Moved My Cheese? features four characters; two mice, "Sniff" and "Scurry," and two littlepeople, 
miniature humans in essence, "Hem" and "Haw." They live in a maze, a representation of one's environment, and 
look for cheese, representative of happiness and success. Initially without 
cheese, each group, the mice and humans, paired off and traveled the 
lengthy corridor searching for cheese. One day both groups happen upon 
a cheese-filled corridor in "Cheese Station C". Content with their find, the 
humans establish routines around their daily intake of cheese, slowly be-
coming arrogant in the process.

Returning the next day, Hem and Haw find the same cheeseless 
station. Beginning to realize the situation at hand, Haw proposes a search for new cheese. But Hem is dead set in 
his victimized mindset and nixes the proposal. 
Meanwhile, Sniff and Scurry have found "Cheese Station N", a new supply of cheese. Back at Cheese Station C, 
Hem and Haw are affected by their lack of cheese and blame each other for their predicament. Hoping to change, 
Haw again proposes a search for new cheese. However, Hem is comforted by his old routine and also afraid of the 
unknown. So again he knocks the idea. After many days in denial (including a search for cheese behind the wall of 
Cheese Station C) the humans remain without cheese. One day, having discovered his debilitating fears, Haw be-
gins to laugh at the situation and stopped taking himself so seriously. Realizing he should simply move on, Haw en-
ters the maze, but not before chiseling "If You Do Not Change, You Can Become Extinct" on the wall of Cheese Sta-
tion C for his friend to ponder.

The screenings will be followed by a public forum and question & answer session chaired by Professor Molloy on 
Sunday 15 November at 9.30am at BCC Australia Fair Cinemas. The forum will include Queensland’s most promi-
nent feature producers including Trish Lake (Subdivision, Gettin’ Square), Chris Nyst,(Gettin’ Square, Crooked Busi-
ness,) Scott Corfield (Crooked Business), Chris Brown (Daybreakers, Triangle), Chris Fitchett (Blurred), Cathy 
Overett (Unfinished Sky) and Australian film making legend David Hannay. Professor Molloy will ask the panelists key 
questions on Queensland’s screen culture including why aspiring filmmakers should commence their careers in 
Queensland, what are the greatest problems that a young filmmaker will face getting started in Queensland, what 
positive measures could be introduced to stimulate Queensland  continuity in film and television  production at both 
state and national level, what types of production should Queensland be targeting to achieve and develop a stable 
film and television production industry and their opinions on whether or not it is realistic that each Australian state can 
aspire to have a local filmmaking industry.

This is an organisation that links willing 
workers keen to travel and experience the real-life day to day of people in other parts of the globe engaged in agricul-
ture that isn’t costing the earth and is saving our souls.  Don’t worry, these are not the sorts of farms run by Wilson 
Tuckey.  These are nice farmers.  And some of their farms are right by the Mediterranean Sea, or flanked by medie-
val castles and green rolling vine-yard covered hills, (whose delicious bounty you will be drinking away by sundown) 
or ten minutes exhilarating drive from the most historical cities in Europe.  You will be working for your keep, often 
hard, but the hosts are invariably generous with their siesta time, their food (and wine), their siesta time, their daugh-
ters, and their siesta time.  The balance is right.  And you also learn a little bit about what goes into the food we 
would be eating if we were all eating right. 
All very well you say, but I still have to fly all the way to Europe and I’m gonna need a bit of spending money and my 
parents won’t really be into that when I could be getting a real job.  Well the answer is you do a semester on ex-
change first.  That’s an easy one to convince you parents of.  And it works out practically free.  The uni gives you a 
bunch of scholarship money to encourage you to go (they have to send people over to meet their obligations to other 
institutions), you still get your austudy or youth allowance while you’re there, and if you need a bit more cash you can 
chalk a couple of grand up against your HECS – that means you never pay it back if you play your cards right.  After 
your exchange period, because of the difference in semester dates, you’ll have about 3 months for wwoofing.  Time it 
so you get the European summer.  That’s maximising your return. 
 
And to link up with WWOOF just go to their main website at 
www.wwoof.org and link up with the countries you’d like to do it.  You have to become a member but it doesn’t cost 
much and you can usually preview the farms that are on offer before you join.

Final Exam Study Tips  
 
Most students enter the final exam week with dread, contemplating long hours of last minute cramming in the wee 
hours before the exam; but it doesn't have to be that way. 
 
There are many things students can do to maximize their final scores: 
• Find a quiet place to study devoid of any distractions 
• Turn off cell phones and any other such devices 
• Have only the study materials relative to the course being tested 
• Set specific study times and stick to the schedule 
• Explain to friends and relatives that you are not to be disturbed 
• Be out of earshot of any computers, televisions, etc. 
While everyone studies differently, these basic tips usually work for most people. Some students may actually do 
better while listening to music or studying outdoors; others find these environments distracting. On a college cam-
pus, the serenity of a library may be a perfect place to study. 
Studying to the Exam 
Students should determine what material will be covered on the exam or, at the very least, what will be empha-
sized. Some professors will give study guides, provide brief study itineraries, yet there are always those who, when 
asked what focus areas to concentrate on, will reply indifferently, “everything!” 
If the course included prior exams or quizzes, these may serve as a good indicator of the final exam format. It is 
definitely helpful to know whether the final exam will be essay, multiple choice, or a variation of both. Students 
should not be shy or intimidated by politely asking about the exam format. Additionally, it is helpful to know what 
material will be covered: “will all of the supplemental books and handouts be a part of the final exam?” 
Study Groups and Final Exam Preparation 
Study groups are an excellent way to discuss key concepts throughout the semester. Stronger members can help 
weaker ones understand important points. A good study group brings to the table already studied and researched 
material solely for discussion. Quizzing each other as a form of testing preparation takes away from the focus of a 
study group: even a dorm mate or friend can quiz terms from note cards or prepared outlines.
